DISSERTATION FELLOWSHIP APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

General Information
The Morris K. Udall Scholarship and Excellence in National Environmental Policy Foundation was authorized by the United States Congress in 1992 to honor Congressman Morris King Udall and his legacy of public service.  Under the enabling legislation, the Udall Foundation awards dissertation fellowships to doctoral candidates entering the final year of writing dissertations concerning environmental public policy and/or environmental conflict resolution.

Application Information

Completed applications and all support papers must be returned in one envelope to:  Morris K. Udall Fellowship Program, 130 South Scott Avenue, Tucson, AZ  85701-1922.  Applications must be received by February 3.  Before sending the application form and support papers, an applicant should be certain that he or she meets all requirements for a dissertation fellowship.  Applications that are not received by the given deadline or do not arrive in one package, as described, will not be eligible.  Faxes will not be accepted.
Application Package

The following items constitute a complete application and must be submitted together in a single packet.  If any item is missing, the application will be considered incomplete and will not be presented to the review committee.  
1) Application Form: (four-page application form and all additional pages, including essay - typed and signed) 

NOTE: The budget information requested is required for administrative and Internal Revenue Service (IRS) purposes.  Foundation records are subject to IRS audit and must reflect appropriate planned use of funds.

2) Narrative Autobiography: (500 words or less) This autobiography should include a statement of career plans and goals, both short and long term.  It should discuss any special circumstances that have affected the chronology of the applicant's career and the achievement of his or her goals.

3) Curriculum Vitae: This should list all published books, papers, and reports of investigations (date, publisher, and page number).  Books and papers should not be submitted.
4) Statement of Project: Format:  Statement should be presented on 8½" x 11" paper, not to exceed five pages, double-spaced and 12-point font.  A one-page bibliography may be attached to the five-page proposal, but lengthy bibliographies and articles will not be considered.  Do not attach the entire dissertation proposal. Information to include in statement:  1) Problem statement and description of project; 2) Methodology/ approach; 3) What significant contribution to the discipline will you be making?  Will it contribute to theory? Literature?  What problem is solved?  What puzzle piece now fits together?  4) Significance to environmental public policy and/or environmental conflict resolution and your personal commitment to same; 5) Outline of present state of project and timeline of your schedule for completion, location of study, authorities with whom the work will be done.  (When applicable, letters indicating permission, invitation, or arrangements for the work must be included.)  

NOTE:  It is the Foundation’s intent that the work will be conducted in the United States, and focus on national issues. 

5) Transcripts of Graduate Study

6) Three Letters of Recommendation: These letters should be written by the applicant's advisors, colleagues, or others well acquainted with his or her project and should be submitted on forms provided with the application.  One letter must be from the applicant's dissertation advisor.  These references must be returned to the applicant in a sealed, signed envelope and sent to the Foundation with the completed application materials.

7) Institution Certification Form: The form certifies the completion of all required coursework and qualifying exams for the doctorate, and approval of dissertation research prospectus signed by an appropriate graduate school official.

8) Office Record Card
9) Return Postcard: Acknowledges receipt of application. Fill in name and return address and apply postage.

Applications and support papers become the sole property of the Foundation and will neither be returned nor submitted to the review committee for evaluation another year.  If the applicant is awarded a fellowship, these instructions will become part of the fellowship contract (please retain).
